You will be performing in a jazz band/combo with others at a similar playing level, attending 
jazz history/listening/ear training sessions, studying jazz improvisation, and participating in a 
jazz combo or big band. No prior jazz experience is required.  

●​ All ages accepted. Beginning, Intermediate, and Advanced groups each session. 
●​ All concert band wind instruments, drum set, piano, bass, and guitar are accepted.  
●​ Learn from ten instructors teaching jazz at each session. 
●​ There are no refunds, but transfers to another student are possible.

Each weekly session is four days long, Monday-Thursday from 9:00 -11:45 am at MSUM, Roland 
Dille Center for the Arts, Moorhead, MN.
